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View to the North from Glenn Alps; 61o 06’ N, 149o 41.7’ W, elevation ~2260 ft, just SW of Glenn Alps trailhead.





Mt. Foraker


Denali; peak is 353.5o (6.5o west of true north), relative elevation of 1.25o above local level.


Lighted tower across inlet, 355.5o (4.5o west of true north), well below relative horizon


True north; local magnetic deviation is 24.5o east.  This is looking up the Parks Hwy. over Broad Pass to the Alaska Range at about Mt. Pendleton (7838 ft high, 162 miles away).  The range was not clear during this survey, but appears to be .4-.6o below local level. The dark near horizon is the wooded western foothill of Bald Mtn., which appears to be ~1.3o below local level.


Stack of Muldoon power plant with vapor plume, 6.5o E, relative elevation 4.5o below local level.


Bluff just north of Eagle River flats, ~8o E


Talkeetna Mtns.





Readings were taken ~8 AM, 3/18/05.  The quarter moon was predicted to be visible above the Alaska Range due north, but was lost in distant haze.  Ed reported the moon slowly disappeared into the haze as it slid down the east face of Denali and the sun rose. 
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
